Sacred sennit
cord belonging to a high chief and kept on a high place
before his house; trespassers entering the house were
killed if the cord remained in place, but if it fell down
and the stranger stepped over it, this was a token of the
stranger's high rank or kinship with the owner of the
cord. Some chiefs had several such cords, each given a
name, and some were used after the owner's death in
making the &3 “ai, container for his bones.
