‘G.hi'a h#. Same as Ad 7, a native species of Eugenia (E.
sandwicensis, MNeal 635), reported by Thrum as
kauokahiki and by Rock as p@“thi (Maui).

‘G.hi"a hé.kea. Same as ‘Ghi‘a kea.

‘G.hi'a h&.mau. Same as lehua hdmau.

‘G.hi'a haole. n. Tomato. See ‘Ghi‘a lomi.

‘G.hi'a kea. n. An '6hi'a ‘ai or ‘Ohi‘a lehua with white
blossoms.

‘8.hi‘a k8. n. ‘Ohi‘a log dragged 7kd) from the uplands
to the sea to be made into a canoe.

‘Ghi‘a kd. n. A native filmy fern (Mecodium recurvium)
with narrow, subdivided fronds, to 30 cm long, grow-
ing on trees in damp forests. Lir., standing [on] “Shi‘a.

‘.hi'a k@l ma kua. Same as ‘0hi‘a lehua.

‘G.hi'a Laka. n. A legendary ‘Ghi‘a tree that bore only
two flowers, a red one on an eastern branch and a white
one on the western branch; the wood was believed en-
dowed with mana.

‘5.hi'a lehua, See lehua.

‘G.hi'a lehua pua.kea. n. An 'Ghi'g lehua with white
flowers.

‘S.hi‘a leo. n. A poetic name for "Shi‘a "ai. Lit., voice
‘Ohi‘a, so called because these fruit trees were not
taboo. Cf. lehua himau.

‘G.hi‘a loke. n. The rose apple (Eugenia jambos), a tree
from tropical Asia, to about 9 m high, bearing round,
crisp, edible fruits 2.5 ¢cm or more in diameter, which
are yellowish and pink and have a roselike odor. (Neal
635.) Lit., rose (Eng.) 'Ohi‘a.

‘G.hi"a lomi. n. The common table tomato (Lycopersi-
con eésculentum var. commiune), sometimes used for
fomi salmon. (Neal 747-8); called ‘&hi‘a on Ni‘ihau.

‘3.hi‘a ma ka nahele. n. The currant tomato (L ycoper-
sicon pimpinellifolium), resembling the common table
tomato but with small round red fruits only about 1.3
¢m in diameter. A native of Peru, it has long been
growing wild in Hawai'i. Lit., “Ghi'z in the brush.
{Neal 478.)

‘G.hi'a ‘ula. n. An "dhi'a “ai with red fruit.

*8.hi‘a ‘ula.’ula. n. Similar to ‘dhi‘e lehua puakea but
with red flowers. (For. 5:621.)

‘ohi hi.puku. See hdpuku 2.

‘Ohi’i.kau. n. A hold in fua fighting.

‘ohi.kau. nvi. To listen in order to gossip; to gossip; a
EOSSIp.

‘8.hiki. 1. vt. To probe, pry, pick out; to prod, as the
earth with a digging stick; to shell, as peas; to pick, as
the teeth or nose; to clean out, as the ears. 2. n. Sand
crab, probably Ocypode cerarophthaima and Q. laevis.
Lua ‘6hiki (For. 6:80), sand crab hole [said of a house
improperly placed and open on all sides to attack, as a
crab hole, by sickness or misfortune].

‘G.hiki maka loa. n. 1. A variety of edible crab (no
data). Lir., long-eyed ‘Ohiki. 2. (Cap.) Name of a
stroke in fua fighting.

‘8.hiki niho. n. Toothpick.

‘ohi.kui. vi. Totalk ramblingly.

‘G.hila. vs, Somewhat ashamed, shy. See hila.

‘ohi loa‘a. nv. To collect revenue; revenue collection.

‘ohina. n. Gathering, collecting; selection. Cf. “aupapa
and ‘ohi, to pick. Ho'okahi nd ‘ohina, piha ku'u ‘eke

kdlena (old sailor's song), only one collecting, my coin
purse is full.

‘G.hinu. 1. nvs. Shiny, greasy; piece of roasted meat;
roast; grease. Ka ‘Ohinu lele uahi manu & (chant), the
grease coming from the bird smoke. 2. vt. To roast or
broil lightly. (For. 5:277.)

‘@.hinu.hinu. Redup. of ‘dhkinu.

‘G.hio. vi. Gusty, windy; to let wind. Fig., uncertain,
vague, flighty. Cf. hikio. ‘O ka mea § ho'oldid “ia, ke
‘Ghio nei nd, the plan is still vague.

ohi.ohi. 1. nvi. To grow vigorously, flourish; young
shoots, as of wauke (Kam. 76:110) or from natural lay-
ering of elond branches on fallen trunks. Ul ohiohi ng
fehua o Pana-‘ewa i§ ka mili ‘ig e ka ua Kani-lehua
(song), the lehua of Pana-'ewa grow splendidly, con-
stantly fondled by the lehua-drinking rain. Ua like no

Var. name for blue
whis, parrot fish, so called at Ka-wai-hae, Hawai®l.

‘8.hi"u niho. n. Toothpick. Lit., probe tooth.

‘'ohi wauke. n. Bundle of wauke bark.

oho. nvi. 1. Hair of the head; leaves of plants; fronds of
ferns (see ex., ‘“Gpafu); to leaf out, sprout. Cf. lauwoho.
Cho kd ho'i ka ulu “ana o ka palai, the ferns are grow-
ing and sending out leaves, 2. To call out, cry, yell; out-
cry; to leap up, as startled birds. Ke oho ‘@lana (For.
6:377), the proclaimed offering. ho.'8.ho. To exclaim,
cheer, shout, halloo.

Slightly offensive odor, as of bog,
marsh. CI. honohono.

ohooho. Redup. of oho 2; to acclaim. ho.'d.hooho.
Redup. of ho'dho. (Hal. 41.11.) (PPN afoafo.)

‘G.hope.hope.ke’a. vi. To begin to form, of tubers
(Kep. 87). Rare.

‘ohu. nvs. Mist, fog, vapor, light cloud on a mountain;
adorned as with leis. Hui ‘ia ke “ala me ke onaona i e
‘ohu nou, & Ka-lani (name song for Lili*u-o-ka-lani),
combined are fragrance and sweetness into a lei to
adorn you, O Queen. hd'chu. To form mist; misty,
etc, (PNP kofu.)
