ua.koko. n. 1. A low-lying rainbow. Lit., blood rain.
See ex., AT'ohu'ohu. 2. A rain 50 heavy that it turns
stream waters red-brown with the wash of the hillside.
3. Reflection of rainbow colors in the clouds.

‘uala, ‘uwala. n. 1. The sweet potato (Ipomoea batatas),
a perenmal, wide-spreading vine, with heart-shaped,
angled, or lobed leaves and pinkish-lavender flowers.
The tuberous roots are a valuable food, and they vary
greatly in many ways, as in color and shape. Though of
South American origin, the plant has been a staple
food since ancient times in many parts of Polynesia, as
well as in some other regions. (HP 131-66, Neal
706-7.) (PEP kurmala; cognates elsewhere in Polynesia
may be borrowings from PEP.) 2. A variety of sugar
cane, a yellow mutant of ‘akoki with large stalks; often
called pilimai and similar to it but stronger. (HP 221,
225.) 3. See uhi *uala, a variety of yvam fDioscorea ala-
fa). 4. Large muscles of the upper arm, biceps, brachii.
5. A kind of cowry shell (no data).

‘uala ‘awa.’awa, n. Sweet-potato beer.

‘wala h&.7T. n. A variety of sweet potato.

‘uala ho'o.mala.mala. n. Mashed sweet potato, slightly
fermented and eaten as poi.

‘wala hd.p&. n. Madeira vine (Boussingauliia gracilis.)
(Meal 344.) Lir., mucus sweet potato.

‘wala kahiki. n. The white or Irish potato (Solanuem ru-
berasum), a weak-stemmed herb about .9 m high, with
lobed leaves. The white, starchy, underground tuber is
a valuable food in many countries. A native of the
Andes, it was introduced to Hawai'i in the early 1800s.
(Neal 745.) He Hawai'i ‘uala kahiki, an [rish-potato
Hawaiian [one who apes white men instead of appreci-
ating his own culture]. Lit., foreign sweet potato.

‘uala koali. Same as kfipala 3, a wild sweet potato.

‘wala.lehu. n. A name later applied to vellow bamboo.
(HP 222.)

‘uala lehu. 1. Same as lahi, a variety of sugar cane, (HP
222.) 2. n. A variety of sweet potato. (HP 225.)

‘uala nika. n. A variety of introduced sweet potato.

ua lani.pili. n. A heavy rain, as one lasting for days and
days, or a cloudburst.

‘vala pilau. n. Turnip (Brassica rapa). Lit., smelly
potato.

‘uala ‘ula kT.na’u. n. A variety of red sweet potato.

ua.leha. vs. Lazy. Cf. palaleha.

ua.lehe. 1. vs. Loose, loose-fitting, as a dress; sitting
with the knees wide apart; stretching the mouth, asina
grimace. hd.'ua.lehe. Caus/sim. 2, vs. Wary of a
hook, as a fish once caught and having escaped. Rare.
3. vi. To oust a tenant from his land and deprive him of
the fruit of his work; to evict.

Ua-l&.hei. Short for Ka-ua-lghei-o-Makawao.

ua.lehu. 1. vs, Gray, ashy-gray. See ex., uakeg 2. 2. n. A
variety of taro. 3. (Cap.) n. Wind name, Halawa,

ua.lei. vt. To spread out, as a fish net,

ua limua. n. A period of constant rain. Lir., moss-
growing rain.

Ua-ma-ka-lau-koa. n. Name of a rain at Nu‘u-anu,
Oahu. Lir., rain amid the kog tree leaves.

ua.ne'l. Short for awane’i 2, probably not, especially af-
ter words ending with -a.

(FS 139), it was thought that the word of the old men
was true, but it was not.

ué.ni’i, uwani’i. nvs. Stiff, as salted fish; stiffness. See
ex., pepé [., uwa'uwall. ho'o.uli.ni’i. To stiffen. Ua
ho‘oudni'i { konag kino me ka ‘o‘ofe’a loa, stiffened his
body with all his might.

ua noe. n. Misty rain, fog.

ua o. Same as ua ona o, aforementioned. (Gram. §.3.4.)
Mehameha nd hale ua o Ka*oleiok@ (FS 133), the afore-
mentioned houses of Ka*dleioki are deserted.

‘uao, ‘uwao. nvi. To intercede, arbitrate, reconcile, me-
diate; referee, umpire, conciliator, arbitrator, peace-
maker. £ ‘wao ana nd ldkou (Heb. 7.25), to make inter-
cession for them.

ua ona o. idiom. Aforementioned {(often before names
of people).

ua.oa. n. Light rain, mist. Rare.

uapo, uwapo, n. Wharf, pier, quay, dock, bridge. Eng.

ua pli.nohu. n. A red rain in the sunshine.

ua’'u. Var. spelling of uwa ‘i and same as wa‘u, to grate.

‘ua’u, ‘uwa'u. n. Dark-rumped petrel (Prerodroma
phaeopygia sandwichensis), an endangered sea bird,
considered by some an ‘oumakua. See kaini.

ua.ua. 1. nvs. Tough, sinewy, glutinous, viscid, leathery;
not easily broken, as cord. Fig., hardheaded, willful,
obstinate, tough-minded.

uva.uahi. nvs. Smoky-gray color, as of tapa; gray quality,
as of a whitened sugar-cane leaf; smoky, hazy; a
reddish-blue tapa (Kam. 76:157).

ua.ua.kaha. nvs. Stiffness of the cords of the neck.

‘ua.'vala, 'uwa'uwala. nvi. Sour odor as of fermenting
or decaying sweel potatoes; to smell thus.
