Hawaiʻi no kēia ʻAha Kau Kānāwai. Makemake 

ka ʻAha ʻŌlelo o nā haumāna i ke kālā keu mai 

ka ʻAha ʻŌlelo Kau Kānāwai o Hawaiʻi.
