A eia kekahi, kau ka manaʻo o kēia poʻe ʻauʻa i 

ke kālā no ka mea ua ʻike no lākou kūpono ia 

ʻāina no ke kūkulu ʻana. I ka makahiki 1918, ua 

hoʻokahua ʻia ke kahua pāʻani kinipōpō ʻo Malu 

ʻUlu o Lele a lilo i ʻāina pālahalaha.  

Pili ka inoa o ke kahua pāʻani kinipōpō i ka inoa 

kahiko o Lahaina. ʻO Lele ka inoa mua o ka 

ʻāina o ka lā ʻoʻoleʻa, o ia hoʻi o Lahaina. I ka 

wā kahiko, malu ʻo Lele i ia kumu, he ʻulu 

kaulana. ʻŌlelo nā kūpuna, “Lahaina, i ka malu 

ʻulu o Lele.”(ON:1936) a “Hālau Lahaina, malu 

i ka ʻulu.”(ON: 430) ʻO Lahaina kahi i noho ai 

nā aliʻi he nui. Ua ʻōlelo ʻia i ka puke o Nā Inoa 

Wahi o Hawaiʻi, kapa ʻia paha i ia inoa no ka 

mea ʻaʻole i liʻuliʻu ka noho ʻana o nā aliʻi ma 

laila.

ʻo Hoapili, kona kaikuahine ʻo Nahienaena, 

kona makuahine ʻo Keopuolani, kana mau keiki 

kāne ʻelua, a me ke kaikuahine ʻo Liliha ma laila.
