Malia he aupuni 

ia lāʻau hihi, he aupuni e hoʻēmi nei i ka mana o 

nā kānaka ʻōiwi no ka hōʻikaika ʻana iā lākou 

iho. A ke kukui! He moʻolelo laha kēia, ʻo ia ka 

hoʻomaʻewa ʻana o ke aupuni i nā mea ʻihiʻihi a 

kākou. E nānā i ka hoʻohuli ʻia ʻana o ke aupuni 

ponoʻī o kēia ʻāina. E nānā i ka hāmau ʻia ʻana o 

ka ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi. E nānā i ka hula, nā oli, nā 

mele, a me nā moʻolelo i pāpā  ʻia ai kānaka, 

ʻaʻole e hoʻomau, a laila, kūʻai ʻia aku i nā 

malihini. Mau nō kēia hoʻoluʻuluʻu ʻana a ia 

aupuni kōlea iā kākou i mea e hoʻonui  ʻia ai ko 

ua wahi aupuni mana a me ka waiwai. Hoʻohana 

ʻia lā ko kākou moʻomeheu ma ke ʻano he mea e 

hoʻolaulea ai nā malihini a hoʻēmi ʻia ka mana o 

loko o ka moʻomeheu Hawaiʻi. Eia kekahi 

laʻana hou i hōʻike maila i ka hoʻēmi mau ʻia 

ʻana o ka mana o kākou. 

Ma kahi o ʻumi makahiki i hala aku nei, 

hoʻomaka ka ʻāina ʻē ʻo ʻAmelika i ke paʻi ʻana i 

kenikeni hou. Noi aku nā lima hana o ka 

Waihona Kālā i kiʻi mai nā mokuʻāina kanalima 

mai nāna e hōʻike maila i ke ʻano o kēlā 

mokuʻāina. Na nā kupa o nā mokuʻāina i koho i 

hoʻokahi kiʻi punahele loa, a ʻo ia ke kiʻi e paʻi 

ʻia ma luna o nā hapahā hou. No laila, ma ka lā 

ʻehā o Ianuali i ka makahiki 1999, puka maila ka 

hapahā mua no ka mokuʻāina o Delawea, no ka 

mea, ʻo ia ka mokuʻāina mua i hoʻokahua ʻia. A 

i ka lā ʻumi o Nowemapa i ka makahiki 2008, 

puka maila ka hapahā hope loa no ka mokuʻāina 

hope loa i hoʻokomo ʻia, ʻo ia nō kēia wahi ʻo 

Hawaiʻi nei. 

Ma nā hapahā a pau, kaha kiʻi ʻia he manu no 

kēlā mokuʻāina a i ʻole kekahi hua ʻai i hoʻoulu 

ʻia ma laila. Paʻi ʻia nō hoʻi kekahi mau 

huaʻōlelo i pili i kēlā mokuʻāina. Ma ka hapahā 

o Hawaiʻi, ua kaha kiʻi ʻia Ka Naʻi Aupuni. E 

kau ana kona lima ma luna o ka pae ʻāina o 

Hawaiʻi a ma lalo iho paʻi ʻia ʻo "Ua mau ke ea 

o ka ʻāina i ka pono." Ma luna aʻe, paʻi ʻia ka 

ʻōlelo "HAWAII 1959."  

Pehea kou manaʻo, e ka mea heluhelu, no ka 

pēlā ʻana i nā huaʻōlelo Hawaiʻi? He pono ka 

pēlā pololei ʻana? ʻO ia nō! Inā ʻoe pēlā hewa i 

nā huaʻōlelo, hoʻēmi ʻia ka mana o loko o laila 

ʻeā? ʻAʻole i pela ʻia ka inoa o ko kākou ʻāina 

hānau me ka pololei, akā, pololei nō ka pēlā ʻana 

o ka mākia o Hawaiʻi. Ua hana wale lākou me 

he lā, ʻaʻole pono e pela ʻia nā huaʻōlelo a pau 

me ka maikaʻi. Lawa nō hoʻi ka pēlā kūpono 

ʻana i kekahi manawa, pēlā paha ka noʻonoʻo 

ʻana o ko ka Waihona Kālā. Ma ke kahua 

punaewele o ka Waihona Kālā o ʻAmelika, 

wehewehe lākou, ma ka ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi wale nō 

e pono ai ka ʻokina, a he mea ʻole ia i ka ʻōlelo 

Pelekania. No laila, paʻi wale lākou i ka hapahā 

me kā lākou pēlā ʻana i ka inoa o kēia pae moku. 

I loko nō o ke kū ʻana o ka ʻōlelo Hawaiʻi he 

ʻōlelo kūhelu, hala kēia mea koʻikoʻi iā lākou.  

Aia nō hoʻi ka mākia o ka lāhui Hawaiʻi ma ia 

hapahā. ʻAʻole pili ia mākia i ka mokuʻāina o 

Hawaiʻi, akā, pili naʻe ka mākia i ka lāhui o 

Hawaiʻi ma muli o ka hoʻopuka ʻia ʻana e ka 

Mōʻī Kamehameha ʻEkolu i ka makahiki 1843. I 

kēlā wā, kāʻili ʻia ke aupuni o Hawaiʻi no 

Pelekania e George Paulet. Hōʻike naʻe ʻo 

Kauikeaouli i ke aupuni o Pelekania i ka hewa o 
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ia hana, a hoʻokuʻu ʻia ka ʻāina no ka Mōʻī. I loa 

nō a hoʻihoʻi ʻia ka ʻāina, hoʻopuka ka Mōʻī i 

kēlā ʻōlelo e ola mau ana, i hoʻomanaʻo iā kākou 

no ka ʻāina mai ko kākou ea. Aia ihea ka mana i 

loko o kēia mau ʻōlelo inā paʻi ʻia ka ʻōlelo me 

ka mālama ʻole ʻana i ka manaʻo ponoʻī, ʻo ia 

hoʻi ke ea o ka ʻāina? 

Ma ke kahua punaewele o ka Waihona Kālā, 

wehewehe ʻia maila ke ʻano o nā hapahā ʻē aʻe i 

hiki ke koho ʻia. Eia ke ʻano o nā moho i koho 

ʻole ʻia. ʻO kekahi, ua ʻano like me ka mea 

lanakila, ua kaha kiʻi ʻia ʻo Kamehameha a me 

ka pae ʻāina o Hawaiʻi. Ma kekahi, paʻi ʻia ʻo 

"Aloha Spirit" me kekahi wahine e hula ana. Ma 

kekahi paʻi ʻia ʻo "Diamond Head" me kekahi 

kiʻi o Leahi, a ʻo ka hope, paʻi ʻia "Surfing - 

Hawaiʻiʻs Gift to the World" me kekahi kanaka 

e heʻe nalu ana. ʻO ke aha kāu e noʻonoʻo ai ke 

lohe i ka huaʻōlelo o "Hawaiʻi," e ka mea 

heluhelu? ʻO Leahi paha? ʻAʻole anei? ʻO 

Waikīkī? ʻAʻole kā! ʻO ia mau kiʻi i paʻi ʻia, he 

mau mea e kōkua ai i ke kūʻai ʻia ʻana aku o ko 

kākou ʻāina hānau. Eia hou kekahi hana a 

ʻAmelika e hoʻonui ai i ke kālā i loaʻa iā lākou i 

ka lālau ʻana i ko kākou moʻomeheu. Ma ia mau 

kiʻi a pau, hoʻomau ʻia nā manaʻo i kaulana i nā 

malihini e kipa mai me he kōlea lā. Hoʻēmi ʻia 

ka mana o Hawaiʻi nei ma o nā kiʻi e hōʻoluʻolu 

i nā malihini. 

Wahi a ka Waihona Kālā, na lākou ke kuleana o 

kēia kiʻi ma luna o ka hapahā. Na lākou ke kiʻi o 

Kamehameha a me nā mokupuni a me ka mākia. 

Inā ʻoe makemake e hoʻohana i kēlā kiʻi, e noi i 

kā lākou ʻae ʻana mai. Eia lākou ke manaʻo nei e 

hoʻokapu i kekahi kiʻi o ko kākou Mōʻī a me ko 

kākou one hānau. He manaʻo ʻē ia hoʻokapu 

ʻana akā he hana maʻamau kēia a lākou e 

holomua ai kā lākou ʻimi ʻana i ke kālā. Na ke 

kālā nō e hānai ʻia ʻAmelika, a ʻo ia nō ka mea 

kiʻekiʻe loa a lākou e ʻiʻini ai. Pehea lā? ʻAʻole 

lākou e mālama i nā moʻolelo, ka ʻāina, ke ola o 

kekahi ʻāina, akā, hoʻokapu wale lākou i nā mea 

e makemake ai inā hiki iā lākou ke kūʻai aku. 

ʻUʻumi ʻia nā lāʻau ʻōiwi e ka ʻumiʻumi a ka 

lāʻau hihi. Kolo aku, kolo mai ka lāʻau hihi e ake 

nō e piʻi aʻela a kau ma luna pono o ka ēulu 

kiʻekiʻe loa. Mau nō ke kaomi ʻia ʻana o ko 

kākou moʻolelo a me ka hoʻomaʻewa ʻia ʻana o 

ka ʻōlelo, nā aliʻi, ka ʻāina, a me ka lāhui ʻōiwi o 

Hawaiʻi nei. Inā kākou e hoʻomakapō ke puka 

mai kekahi pilikia hou, e pau ana ka lāʻau ʻōiwi i 

ka hihia paʻa ʻia. Malia paha, ke noʻonoʻo nei 

ʻoe e ka mea heluhelu, he hapahā liʻiliʻi wale nō! 

He ʻuʻuku kēia pilikia. ʻAʻole au e hoʻopōpilikia 

ʻia ana. Akā naʻe, puʻulau nā pilikia ʻuʻuku a nui 

ʻino ka pilikia. Puʻulau nā hapahā liʻiliʻi, loaʻa 

mai ke kenikeni, a puʻulau nā kenikeni a loaʻa 

he mau kālā. No laila, e kanikani mai! E kūʻē i 

kēia hoʻomaʻewa ʻia ʻana. Kanikani ka pihe no 

kēia kenikeni!

E hoʻokaʻawale 

ʻoe me ka wai ʻē a hoʻi 

kēlā wai i kona wahi 

kūpono. Eo ʻē nā 

kānaka Hawaiʻi a inu i 

ka wai ʻawaʻawa. 

Ke hoʻopiʻi hou ʻia nei ke kula ʻo Kamehameha 

e ka poʻe haole, ʻo ia hoʻi, ʻehā haumāna a me 

ko lākou mau mākua. E hoʻopiʻi ana lākou i ke 

kula o Kamehameha ma muli o ka ʻae ʻole ʻana i 

nā haumāna e komo i loko o ke kula. ʻO ka mea 

nui o ka hōʻole ʻana e komo i ke kula, ʻaʻole hiki 

iā lākou ke hōʻike i ka moʻokūʻauhau Hawaiʻi. 

Akā, he aha ke kumu o lākou e makemake ai e 

komo i kēia kula? Pehea lā lākou i hoʻomaopopo 

ai i nā koina o kēia kula, a huli kua ʻia kēlā mau 

mea a kūʻē nō hoʻi? Pehea nō hoʻi hā nā loio, nā 

luna kānāwai o ʻAmelika nāna i ʻōlelo, he 

hoʻokae lāhui ke kula o Kamehameha. ʻAʻole 

pēlā. He kula ia no ka poʻe ʻōiwi o kēia pae 

moku nei. E nānā lākou i ka palapala hoʻoilina a 
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ke aliʻi wahine o Pauahi Bishop. Inā ʻaʻole ʻoe 

he kanaka Hawaiʻi, ʻaʻole hoʻi e komo i kēia 

kula.  

Wehewehe o Pauahi i kāna mau pahuhopu ma 

luna o kāna palapala hoʻoilina. Ma luna o kēia 

palapala, hōʻike ʻo ia no kona lāhui ponoʻī kona 

ʻiʻini, kona naʻau, kona ʻāina, a me kāna kālā. 

Ua hāʻawi ʻo ia i ka ʻāina a me ke kālā he nui i 

kāna mau kahu waiwai i mea e kūkulu  ʻia ai 

ʻelua kula no ka poʻe Hawaiʻi, a kapa ʻia ka inoa 

ʻo Kamehameha. Kūkulu ʻia aʻela kekahi kula 

no ke keiki kāne a me kahi kula no ke 

kaikamahine.  

Ua hana ʻo ia penei i mea e ulu ai ka lāhui 

Hawaiʻi. Manaʻolana ʻo ia, aia a kūkulu hou ʻia 

ke kula no ka poʻe Hawaiʻi, e ulu hou nō ka 

lāhui a pēlā pū me ka haʻaheo i loko o kākou. 

Hāna aʻela ʻo Pauahi ma muli o kona ʻike ʻana i 

ke kāmuku ʻino ʻana o nā maʻi laulā i kona mau 

pilikana a me ka poʻe ʻōiwi. I kona hānau ʻia 

ʻana i ka makahiki 1831, hoʻokahi haneli 

[kaukani] iwakālua kūmāhā kaukani [haneli] 

kānaka Hawaiʻi i noho ma loko o ka pae ʻāina o 

Hawaiʻi. A i kona hala ʻana i ka makahiki 1883, 

ʻo ia hoʻi, he kanalima kūmālua makahiki wale 

nō i hope mai, he kanahā kūmāhā [kaukani] wale 

nō kānaka Hawaiʻi e ola ana. Ma muli o ka pae 

ʻana o nā mikioneli i ka pae moku o Hawaiʻi a 

me ka lawe ʻana mai i nā maʻi like ʻole i emi 

koke ai ka nui o nā kānaka Hawaiʻi. He hana 

ʻino maoli nō. 

E mālama ana ke kula ʻo Kamehameha i ko 

Pauahi mau pahuhopu a mālama nō hoʻi i ia 

ʻōlelo a Pauahi i kākau ai ma luna o kāna 

palapala hoʻoilina. Eia nā mea nui i ʻōlelo ʻia no 

ke kula ma luna o ua palapala nei: 

"To erect and maintain in the Hawaiian Islands 

two schools, each for boarding and day scholars, 

one for boys and one for girls, to be known as, 

and called the Kamehameha Schools." 

"To devote a portion of each yearʻs income to 

the support and education of orphans, and other 

indigent circumstances, giving preference to 

pure or part aboriginal blood." 

Ua hana ʻo ia i mea e kōkua ai i ka ulu ʻana o ka 

poʻe Hawaiʻi, no laila, he aha ia mea he kanaka 

Hawaiʻi? He Hawaiʻi au inā hiki iaʻu ke noiʻi i 

koʻu moʻokūʻauhau a hōʻike i kahi o kuʻu mau 

kūpuna i noho ai ma mua, hōʻike i ko lākou 

kūlana – he aliʻi paha, he kahuna paha, he kauā 

paha, a pēlā aku? A i ʻole he Hawaiʻi au ma muli 

o koʻu hānau ʻia ʻana i kēia ʻāina a kupa, akā, 

ʻaʻole i noho kuʻu mau kūpuna i kēia ʻāina no ka 

ʻāina ʻē mai nō. He aha ka mea pololei?  

ʻO kēia mau manaʻo o luna ke kumu e 

hoʻopilikia ʻia nei ka palapala a Pauahi. Nui nā 

kānaka e noʻonoʻo a ʻōlelo nō hoʻi: "Ua hānau 

ʻia au i ʻaneʻi no laila, he kanaka Hawaiʻi au." 

ʻAʻole naʻe pēlā a ma laila ka pilikia. I koʻu 

manaʻo, ua noʻonoʻo kekahi mau kānaka pēlā 

ma muli o ka inoa o kēia mokuʻāina. ʻO Hawaiʻi 

ka inoa o kēia mokuʻāina a o nā kānaka o 

Hawaiʻi ke noho i kēia pae moku. A o kēia mau 

kānaka e noho nei i ʻaneʻi, he kanaka Hawaiʻi 

paha, i loko nō o ka loaʻa ʻole o ka iwi o nā 

kūpuna o kēia moku. Ke kuhi nei kekahi, ua like 

me ko Kaleponi. ʻO Kaleponi ka inoa o ka 

mokuʻāina a o nā kānaka Kaleponi, ʻo ia hoʻi, o 

ke "Californian" ke noho i kēlā mokuʻāina. No 

laila lākou e noʻonoʻo ai, he Hawaiʻi nō, akā, 

ʻaʻole pēlā ʻeā? Wahi a Pauahi, he kula kēia no 

ka poʻe Hawaiʻi a hāʻawi ʻia ka "preference to 

pure or part aboriginal blood" no laila, inā 

ʻaʻole hiki ke hōʻike i kou moʻokūʻauhau 

Hawaiʻi a ʻaʻole ʻoe he kanaka Hawaiʻi ʻaʻole e 

komo i ke kula o Kamehameha.  

He mea nui kēia 

mau manaʻo, a pono 

kākou e mālama i nā 

huaʻōlelo ikaika a 

Pauahi. Maopopo i 

ka poʻe a pau inā he 

kanaka Hawaiʻi a 

ʻaʻole paha, akā, he 

ʻimi kālā wale nō 

lākou. I kēia manawa, no ka hoʻopiʻi ʻana o nā 

haumāna ʻehā a me nā mākua, mea mai ʻo Barry 

Kurren, he luna kānāwai o ka U.S. Magistrate, 

pono lākou e hoʻolaha i ko lākou mau inoa inā 

makemake lākou e hoʻomau i ka hoʻopiʻi ʻana, 

akā, ʻaʻole lākou e pane. No ke aha lā e hōʻole 

mai nei? He poʻe kōlea wale nō lākou e ʻimi nei 
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i ʻāhua e kau ai. A, wahi a kupuna, "Kōlea ke 

kōlea i kona inoa iho!" 

Ma ka Hāna ka ʻIke  
na Kalei Kawaʻa  

ʻO kēia, no ko kākou kaikuaʻana ʻo Hāloa. Nāna 

nō i hānai ʻia kākou, i kona mau pokiʻi mai ka lā 

hiki a ka lā kau. A ʻo ke kuleana o kākou, ʻo ia 

ka mālama ʻana iā ia. ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua 

aku, kōkua mai, pēlā ihola ka nohona ʻohana. 

Ma kēlā helu aku nei o Ka Ulu Hoi, ua ʻike ʻia 

he ʻelima ʻano kalo. ʻO ia mau kalo ʻelima, he 

kalo Hawaiʻi ia. Wahi a ka puke a ke College of 

Tropical Agriculture and Human Resources 

(CTAHR) mā, aia he kanawalu paha mau ʻano 

kalo Hawaiʻi, a wahi a ka lohe aia ma kahi o 

ʻekolu haneli ʻano kalo. 

ʻO ke kalo, he mau māhele kona. ʻO ka lau, ka 

piko, ka mahae, ka hā, ka māwae, ka lihilihi 

māwae, ke kōhina, ke kalo, a me ka huluhulu. 

No ka mahiʻai kalo, he waiwai ka maopopo ʻana 

o kēia mau māhele kalo a pau. ʻOiai he 

kanawalu paha ʻano kalo Hawaiʻi like ʻole, 

hoʻohui ʻia nā ʻano kalo ma nā puʻulu me he 

ʻohana lā. ʻOkoʻa ke kalo o ka ʻohana Lauloa, 

ʻokoʻa nō hoʻi ke kalo o ka ʻohana ʻUlaʻula. 

ʻOkoʻa paha ka lōʻihi o ka hā, ka lōʻihi o ka lau, 

ka waihoʻoluʻu o ka hā, a pēlā wale aku. Aia a 

kanu ke kanaka i ke kalo, a mālama ke kanaka i 

ke kalo, a ulu aʻe ke kalo a huki ʻia, a laila hele a 

maʻa ka mahiʻai i ia ʻano kalo. Ma ka hana nō 

hoʻi ka ʻike.  

He kōkua nui kahi puke a ka CTAHR, ʻo ia nō 

ka Bulletin 84, no ka hōʻoia ʻana i nā ʻano kalo 

like ʻole. He kōkua no kēia puke i ka poʻe e hana 

ma ka papa loʻi ʻo Kānewai. ʻO ka paipala 

hemolele ka hoa like ʻo ua puke lā. Wehewehe 

kēia puke i nā ʻano kikoʻī o kēlā me kēia kalo 

ma ke ʻano wehewehena o ke kanaka ʻepekema. 

Ma ia puke, o ka huaʻōlelo wale nō ka i loaʻa, a

Eia kekahi laʻana. 

ʻO ka Manini lenalena, he ʻano kalo ia. He 

lenalena ka hā, a ʻōmaʻomaʻo nā kahakaha. Ua 

like nō a like nā kahakaha o ka Manini lenalena 

o uka me nā kahakaha o ka Manini o ke kai, ʻo 

ia hoʻi ka iʻa nona ka inoa like. No laila paha i 

kapa  ʻia ai ka inoa o ke kalo. ʻŌlelo ʻia ma ka 

puke Bulletin 84, ʻo nā kahakaha ke hōʻoia i ke 

ʻano kalo, he manini.

Iaʻu e huki kalo ana i kekahi lā ma Kānewai, 

kauoha maila kaʻu kumu iaʻu e komo i ka loʻi o 

Laulima, a e huki i ka manini lenalena. Hū aʻe 

ka pīhoihoi i loko oʻu. ʻAʻole au i ʻai mua i kēia 

ʻano kalo, a ua maopopo leʻa iaʻu kahi i kanu  

ʻia ai ka manini lenalena ma ia loʻi. Aia ia ma 

waena konu o ka loʻi. No laila, kau wau i loko o 

ka loʻi, a hoʻomaka au e huli i nā hā kahakaha. 

Auē, ʻaʻole i loaʻa iaʻu ka manini lenalena. Ma 
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kēlā me kēia ʻaoʻao, he lenalena ka hā o nā kalo, 

ʻaʻohe naʻe kahakaha. Kuhi aku kēia mahiʻai 

hemahema i kaʻu kumu, "E, ua ʻaihue ʻia paha 

ka manini lenalena. ʻAʻohe wahi kahakaha i ʻike 

ʻia." ʻAkaʻaka 

maila kaʻu kumu, 

me ka ʻī ʻana mai 

no, "ʻO ia ihola ke 

ʻano o ka manini 

lenalena? ʻO ke 

kahakaha wale nō? 

E nānā i ka lau, ke 

kōhina, nā ʻano 

māhele ʻē aʻe o ka 

manini. ʻAʻole i 

ʻaihue ʻia, aia ka 

manini lenalena e 

noho nani ana ma 

loko o Laulima, e kali ana iā ʻoe." Eia kaʻu i aʻo 

ai i ia lā: ma ka hana ka ʻike.
